


"If someone 15 stupid enough to 1gnore all of the signs and cameras, the cameras will capture a pretty good
image of them and. if they drove in, their car and license plate.” said town operations director Tom Fultz.

The system cost 563,000, and eventvally could be expanded both inside and out of Chaplin, 1f 1t proves
successful.

Most of the time._ the cameras won't be monitored in real-time_ but mstead will be used by detectives trving to
solve reported crimes. They're activated by motion, and some are equipped with blue lights that, when tripped at
night, will warn people they're being watched.

It also could be programmed to alert emergency dispatchers when people enter the park after hours.

"I think 1t's going to make a big difference m Chaplin Park."” said Capt. Toby McSwain, supervisor of the
sheriff's southern operations. "Now, we may well run the problem off somewhere else. Unfortunately. that's

what a lot of video surveillance does "

For that reason, the town has a three-year contract with Technology Solutions of Charleston to mstall more.

"If 1t works. we'll probably present proposals to Town Council to outfit other parking lots with the technology "
McSwain said.
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
